Part 2: Get Ready!
Romans 12:1-3

Welcome to this new ministry year at Woodmen Valley Chapel! These are special days for us
as a body of Christ’s followers. In just a few weeks, we will be celebrating our 25th
Anniversary. Too often we are tempted to see an anniversary as a bench instead of a benchmark:
an opportunity to sit down, reflect on past accomplishments and stop... instead of an
opportunity to pause, celebrate and gain momentum for continuing the journey. Needless to say,
we are taking the second approach: these days are presenting an opportunity for us to reflect on
God’s amazing grace and faithfulness, to come together as His people, and then move ahead
into arenas of even greater amazement and fruitfulness because of the grace He’s lavished on us
through Christ.

Last week, we reviewed our vision: to launch and strengthen a fleet of Christ-following
communities who are compassionately sailing through a turbulent culture toward a
deeper amazement of God’s grace (when I'm amazed, I'll Explore God’s grace, I'll Experience
His grace and I'll Express His grace—and all three of these lead to even deeper amazement).

In looking at where we are in our journey as a church, we saw that this is a critically important
time for us to come together as never before. Having the foundation of our vision and direction
laid for this new chapter of Woodmen Valley’s ministry, it is time for us to “gel” as a community.
We asked the question for each of us: “So what will it mean for me to either join this amazing
journey or, if I'm already involved, to gain more momentum?” We acknowledged the need for
each of us to “GELL:”

Grab a hand—uwith which other Christ-followers am | relating in Biblical community?

Extend a hand—to which not-yet believers (in the turbulent waters around us) am | reaching
out and walking with and inviting to church, to a small group, to dinner, etc.?

Lend a hand—as a follower of Christ, I am a crew-member, not a passenger. Where am |
lending a hand with my time, my finances, my gifts and abilities?

Lift a hand—am I, on a daily basis, deepening my life of intimacy and worship with Christ,
choosing to see Him at work and therefore growing more amazed?

Today we want to dig a bit deeper regarding what it means to “Lend a hand.” For a follower of
Christ, is being involved in ministry an optional thing? If it’s not, how do | move from being an
inactive “crew member” to an active one? How do I keep my involvement centered around
grace instead of guilt? How do I get more involved with my resources and gifts? How can | make
a difference for God’s Kingdom agenda at Woodmen Valley Chapel?

For an authentic follower of Christ to get involved in God’s Kingdom activity in an
obedient, meaningful and healthy way, he or she must take at least five steps
found in Romans 12:
