God of Wonders:
What Is He Like?

Part 8: Can You Trust Him?
Psalm 9:7-10

Wonder. It’s a dance with Truth that’s bigger than us and Mystery that’s beyond
us.When we were children, it was natural and came so easy. But the older we

get—as the bruises of life accumulate, as our pride ripens and as the pace
accelerates—we misplace the sense of wonder that comes with the territory of
being human, of being created.We become defensive, insecure and rushed.

The gospel of Jesus Christ is an invitation to dance again.To dance in a way we
never have before.To gain a sense of security and significance.To engage with the
eternal.To embrace life.To live with wonder. How? The gospel enables us to
engage and relate with who God is!

But what is He like? This question involves the most important aspect of a human
being’s life and journey.What we think of God is the axis upon which the rest of
our lives turn. In this series, though we will not, of course, exhaust the question of
what God is like (that would take an eternity for an all-knowing being!), we do
want to begin to explore the question.

On Easter weekend we looked at God’s love. We heard the invitation of the
resurrected Christ to take a swan dive into the wonder-filled ocean of God’s
love for us! The next week we dared to take a look at an aspect of who God is
that is as overlooked as it is misunderstood: His holiness—His “otherness.”We
talked about God’s call for each human being to both realize His greatness and
respond in worship.

We then addressed the reality that God is just. We discovered that when we
place equal emphasis on both His justice and His love, sooner or later we’ll
come to an apparent paradox.“How,” we ask,“can God be both loving and just?
Since all of us have sin and pockets of rebellion against His rule in our lives, how
can He love us without compromising His justice? And how can He be just
toward us without canceling out His love?” At the nucleus of that dilemma is
the heart of the good news of the gospel: the person and work of Jesus Christ!

As we continued, we dealt with the liberating truth that God is gracious. God’s
grace is His propensity to lavish blessings and benefits on undeserving people
like us. Because He is holy, God’s grace is infinitely substantive—it can be
experienced because His love has been demonstrated and His justice has been
satisfied in Jesus Christ. His grace enables us to walk in both Truth and freedom!
We then looked at God’s omniscience, meaning He is all-knowing. God’s wisdom
is absolutely complete—it is not subject to mistake or change. He is also
all-powerful—He is omnipotent over us (along with the rest of creation), but He
is also omnipotent for us—He exercises His power on our behalf! He is also
omnipresent: He is everywhere!

Today, as we conclude the series, we are dealing with the all-important question
of His faithfulness. Can we really trust Him?

As a follower of Christ, I can learn to trust God more by relating with at least
three characteristics of who He is and how those characteristics have an
impact on my life:

1. His :

I can trust that He is perfectly with me.

(God what is best for my good and His glory!)

2. His :

I can trust that He is infinitely about me.

(God what is best for my good and His glory!)

3. His :

I can trust that He is completely of me.

(God what is best for my good and His glory!)
