Restoration Hurts:

A Personal Journey

Mother’s Day represents a unique and special acknowledgement of the

important role that mothers play in our lives. It is a day that not only

celebrates a mother’s love, but also acknowledges the importance of the many

relationships that are a part of her family.

Although, it is true that Mother’s Day often brings a joyous time of expressing

appreciation and family gatherings; it is also true that it can represent a reminder

of the pain of broken relationships and the desire for restoration with estranged

family members. As such, it only seems fitting that our acknowledgement of this

special day not only involve a celebration of mothers and family but also a

reminder of the hope that broken relationships can be restored.

In addressing this topic we will focus our attention on both a spiritual model and a

biblical motto.The model is found in the familiar passage of Luke 15 known as the

story of the prodigal son. The motto, which is taken from the contents of this

passage, is based on the phrase “restoration HURTS.” In regard to restoration,

this is not only a literal truth but more importantly offers an overview of five

critical steps in the restorative process: Humility, Understanding, Repentance, Time

and Selflessness. Embracing these concepts becomes critical to the success of

the restorative journey.

In closing, allow me to again express my sincere sentiments for a joyous Mother’s

Day. But in the midst of your celebration, if you are shackled by the pain of a

broken or strained relationship, then I trust the story of the prodigal son and the

“hurt”of the restoration process will be of help in this critical area of relationship

with others.
